Quote: “We share the same goals of peace and stability on the Korean Peninsula [with 
China], as well as North Korea’s verifiable denuclearization in a peaceful manner. 
China is uniquely positioned to influence the DPRK because of its significant 
economic and humanitarian aid to the DPRK, its shared border with the DPRK, and 
historical ties. We have urged China to press North Korea to take appropriate steps to 
improve relations with South Korea and to denuclearize. We also continue to work 
with China to enhance effective implementation of sanctions under UNSCR 1718 and

The parties concerned also in principle hold a positive attitude towards the early 
resumption of the Six-Party Talks. The challenge now is that we need to have further 
consultations on how and when the talks can be resumed. […] As known to all, China 
has been an active supporter of the bilateral contacts and dialogues between the 
relevant parties. We believe that such dialogue and contacts and the Six-Party Talks 
can be mutually reinforcing. At the same time, we cannot expect the issue to be 
resolved overnight. The Six-Party Talks is a diplomatic practice where no established 
precedent can be followed.”
