responsibility, transparency, and equal opportunity.

= Contribute to the peace and prosperity of the international community,
based on liberal democracy, a market-oriented economy, and an open society.
= Propose policy recommendations to construct a democratic community
and realize a peaceful East Asia.

= Provide good ideas for South Korea's domestic and foreign

affairs through the Peace and Security, Democracy and Govemnance, and
Public Opinion programs.

= Nurture future leaders through EAI's Education and

Human Development Program.

= Construct a knowledge-net for a better world in the belief that

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Over the last two years, EAl has maintained internal stability while enjoying
continuous growth. Amidst rapidly changing circumstances both at home and
abroad, EAl continues to draw domestic and international recognition as a
leading think tank providing insight into three major issues facing us today: the
changing Asia-Pacific regional order, the Morth Korean nuclear threat, and the
spread of the middle power model. Although this brings with it a heavy
responsibility, we are excited to take on new challenges.

First, we are drawing a blueprint for the next chapter of Asia-Pacific dvilization in
the mid-217 century. China has risen within the Asia-Pacific to become a fierce
source of competition for the US. in the construction of a new regional order.
Anticipating that this new regional order will materialize in the mid-21% century,
EAl has prepared a blueprint entitled “Building the next chapter of the Asia-Pacific
2050 which includes three key elements: the global interconnection of cities,
revolutionary technological changes, and the co-evolution of governance beyond
traditional governance. This report is sure to inspire dialogue both within Korea
and throughout the international community.

Second, we are proposing a 21° century solution to the North Korea crisis.
Neither soft nor hard approaches have been able to resolve the North Korea
problem over the last half century. In order to settle this issue, which is rapidly
worsening, EAl will propose a four-point complex solution that encompasses
sanctions, deterrence, engagement, and internally driven change in North
Korea and facilitate a full-scale dialogue among stakeholders both domestic
and international.

Third, we are working to spread the middle power model throughout the globe. South Korea went from
being one of the most economically and politically troubled nations in the world to a leading middle
power in a remarkably short period of time. While EAl will strive to deepen the existing discourse of the
South Korean middle power model on the domestic side, it will also share that model with all nations who
dream of one day achieving a similar developmental feat on the international side.

Today, EAI has successfully combined the sustained commitment of our dedicated sponsors, the hard
work of our talented staff, and the creativity of our network of experts to become a highly respected think
tank. By utilizing and strengthening these three resources, EAl will lead the way in successfully resolving
these three fundamental issues of the 217 century.

EAl has compiled our key research papers of the past two years and released them as
several volumes. These volumes include U.5.-China Competition in the Architecture of a
Regional Order in the Asia-Pacific, by our National Security Panel; South Korean Identity:
Change and Continuity, 2005-2015, by our Mational Identity Research Team; and Keys to a
Successful Presidency 2017 by our Governance Research Team. An additional volume of
work from the Election Panel Research Team is slated to be published shortly.

The institute has worked hard to share the perspective of South Korea with the world
through the dissemination of timely issue briefings and working papers. EAl cooperates
closely with both the Korean government and international organizations to generate
good policy.

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The Changing Security Landscape and New Diplomacy Initiatives

The greatest challenge for South Korean diplomacy is the need to overcome the Cold War structure on the Korean
Peninsula. The world has moved beyond the post-Cold War framework and is now confronting a new array of issues and
stakeholders, and the international relations of the 21* century are characterized by the coexistence of cooperation and
competition. Against this backdrop, countries across the globe are employing a variety of diplomatic resources and
strategies in pursuit of national security, peace, and global prosperity. The divided Korean Peninsula, however, remains
mired in the legacy of the Cold War. South Korean diplomacy faces the daunting dual challenge of escaping this Cold War
architecture while rising to meet the demands posed by the new alignment of the internatienal community.

National Security Panel: Seeking a New Foreign Policy

EAl has been contributing insight and knowledge with the goal of mitigating this dual challenge. At the heart of this is the
work of the National Security Panel (NSP), which has been a wellspring of potential solutions to the foreign policy and
security issues facing South Korea. The NSP offers timely and pertinent policy recommendations on current issues
including the ROK-US alliance, the North Korean nuclear issue, the rise of China and the US-China rivalry, foreign policy
towards neighboring countries, and others. In 2016, the Panel focused on the developing rivalry between the US and
China by analyzing different dimensions of the hegemonic competition. Factors considered ranged from conventional
military and security issues to maritime concemns, finance, investment, foreign aid, science & technology, knowledge, and
informatization. This research culminated in the September 2017 publication of the volume ULS.-China Competition in the
Architecture of a Regional Order in the Asia-Pacific, which paints a fresh picture of the true nature of the competition
between the two powers.

A New Solution for the Korean Peninsula

Since the first North Korean nuclear crisis in March 1999, the Korean Peninsula has existed in a constant state of flux
between tension and reconciliation. With no breakthrough in sight, EAl has joined in the efforts to seek a new solution.
The institute convened a group of experts on the Korean Peninsula, who unanimously concluded that the changing
security landscape required a new foreign policy strategy that can break free of the dichotomy between sanctions and
negotiations. Their analysis and recommendations were published in a report titled “A New Solution to the Morth Korea
Threat.” In addition, EAl initiated a joint policy research project with the Presidential Committee for Unification Preparation
(PCUP) to form an international policy advisory group for the unification of Korea. The advisory group held three research
meetings and conferences and submitted their blueprint for unification to the PCUP as a policy paper. A total of thirteen
experts from the US, China, Japan, Russia as well as from South Korea contributed to this project.

Meeting the demand for policy ideas

The creation of timely policy ideas is an essential function of think tanks. Anticipating that the incoming Trump
administration would prioritize trade policy, EAl published a special report titled “Re-designing the Trade Policy
Mechanism of the next South Korean Government.” The institute also published Foreign Policy Recommendations for the
New Government at the beginning of the Moon administration, a guide with detailed formulas addressing South Korea's
diverse foreign policy challenges. It is equally important for think tanks to anticipate and address emerging policy needs.
EAl organized “The Future of Korea Research Group” to examine the implications of the historic shift triggered by the
Fourth Industrial Revolution. Finally, the “Korea Unification Project,” which EAl has been working on with the support of
SBS since 2014, published a practical manual on how to design a unified Korea in the future.
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Council of Councils

The Council of Councdils (CoC), established by the Council on Foreign Relations (CFR) in 2012, is a group of 28 think tanks
from 23 countries that specialize in foreign policy. EAl was a founding member and represents South Korea on the Council.
The CoC publishes an annual report card that offers the unigue perspective and analysis of its participating institutions on
major international issues. The Coundil also holds regular as well as regional conferences to further strengthen the joint
research network among its members. During the 2016 annual conference in New York, members discussed an array of
current affairs ranging from the foreign policy of the Trump administration to the Syrian crisis, internet governance, and
the new Asian order. The subsequent regional conference in Berlin dealt with challenges and responses to regional
security. The agenda for the 2017 annual conference in Washington included world trade, cybersecurity, issues facing the
EU, challenges in the Middle East, measures to boost the policy impact of think tanks, and North Korea's nuclear weapons
and missile development. EAl is an active participant in the CoC as part of its efforts to contribute to a global governance
structure that can benefit not only South Korea, but Asia as a whole.

GlobalNet 21 Forum

The EAl established the GlobalNet 21 Forum in 2014 to formulate a future vision for South Korea's diplomacy and security.
The Forum, headed by Dr. Yul Sohn, Chair of the Center of Japan Studies at EAl and professor at Yonsei University, is based
on a broad network of scholars, government officers, and private experts on peace and security issues surrounding the
Korean Peninsula. It provides a venue for experts to exchange opinions and views on current issues, and participate in
designing a long-term strategy and vision for the future. Since its establishment, the GlobalNet 21 Forum has been EAl's
signature initiative where ideas meet policy. In 2016, Mr. Kyung-pil Nam, Governor of Gyeonggi Province, was invited to
attend the 27 forum on the topic of “Rebuilding South Korea,” and in 2017, Vincent K. Brooks, Commander of US. Forces
Korea, was invited to attend the 28" forum, where he gave a presentation entitled “The ROK-US Alliance: Cooperation on
the North Korean Threat.”

South Korea's modern politics have undergone a significant transformation over the past two years. The Choi Soon-sil
corruption scandal and general incompetence of politicians drove citizens to voice their frustration and fury through
peaceful candlelight demaonstrations. Following the impeachment of former President Park Geun-hye, Moon Jae-in was
inaugurated through an early presidential election on May 9, 2017. The achievement of these changes through peaceful,
nor-violent civic movements demonstrates the maturity of South Korean democracy and opens up wealth of new
possibilities. At the same time, South Korea must now face the challenge of effectively and sustainably incorporating this
new form of public participation into the existing system of indirect representative democracy.

The Keys to a Successful Presidency 2017

Since 2002, EAl has been researching the unique factors and challenges that face South Korea's presidential office to
produce a series of policy recommendations aimed towards guiding the presidential leadership towards the effective
governance. This project, titled “Keys to a Successful Presidency,” is guided by the belief that achieving a successful
presidency is the main task for South Korean politics and strives to remain in the practical rather than the theoretical realm.
Ahead of the 2017 elections, EAl hosted a series of nine expert roundtables attended by high-ranking officials who worked
closely with former presidents. The research outcomes were published as a book around the inauguration of the new
administration. EAl alse held a seminar in partnership with the National Assembly Research Service and the Korean
Association for Policy Studies titled “Planning the Next Government and the Role of President” to encourage the next
administration to successfully implement and execute its national agenda.

The Asia Democracy Research Network

EAl launched the Asia Democracy Research Network (ADRM) in November 2013 with the aim of building a regional
network of institutions to collaborate and cooperate on research and democracy promotion. The network has expanded
from an initial group of nine to include 19 institutions from 13 countries in Northeast, Southeast, and South Asia and aims
to offer pragmatic, evidence-based policy recommendations that offer a practical agenda for the enhancement and
development of democracy in Asia. In 2016, ADRN published the State of Democracy in Asia Report, which provided a
descriptive analysis of the democratic situation in each of its member countries. In 2017, ADRN chose the theme
“Translating Research into Policy” and held its first international forum, where participants discussed ways to construct a
demaocratic coalition among relevant stakeholders that can facilitate the public dissemination of research ideas produced
by think tanks and incorporate those ideas into policy.

Building the Capacity of Civil Society in Myanmar

Since 2015, EAl has been sharing its own experiences and knowledge as a rare success case of an independent, non-profit
research institution in South Korea with nascent think tanks in Myanmar through its “Building Civil Society Capacity in
Myanmar” program. Through this program, EAl shares its managerial experience to enhance the organizational capacity
of its partner institutions. In addition, EAl aims to enhance the research capacity of its partners by offering technical and
financial support for their research activities and assisting them in producing and disseminating good policy ideas.
Through this program, EAl hopes to see its partner Myanmar think tanks contribute to the local policy-making process and
grow into strong, healthy, independent civil society organizations.

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Seeking Solutions from the Public

The first step in embarking on a research project is the recognition of social problems. We must listen to the voices of our
fellow members of society in order to understand the challenges we face. Since its establishment, EAl has engaged in
public opinion research, conducting both long-term surveys to identify social trends and election panel surveys to analyze
the changing preferences of voters. EAl also collaborates with international partner institutions to survey international
perception. These surveys provide solid data that forms the basis of the research and insight offered by EAl on the shifting
social trends of our time.

Public Opinion Survey on South Korean Identity

In 2005, EAl initiated a public opinion survey aimed at identifying the shifting values and identity of South Koreans. Since
then, the survey has been conducted once every five years. This survey highlights the concept of South Korean identity in
various ways by analyzing the ways in which South Korean people perceive themselves. It also covers sodial issues such as
views of Korean history, social participation, perceptions of social conflicts, and perceptions of foreign affairs. Shifts in
identity do not occur rapidly. It is necessary to acquire longitudinal survey data in order to pinpoint changing trends. EAI
published the results of this long-term public opinien survey in a volume titled South Korean Identity: Change and
Continuity, 2005-2015. The publication was awarded the 2017 Sejong Book Prize for Academic Publications, which is given
by the Ministry of Culture, Sports, and Tourism.

Panel Survey on the 2017 Presidential Election

EAl conducted a panel survey before and after the 2017 presidential election. During the period between former President
Park Geun-hye's impeachment and the early presidential election, South Korean voters expressed a complex and tangled
web of overlapping and conflicting interests. EAl traced these rapidly shifting preferences as the landscape of South
Korean politics fluctuated wildly, and discovered that a greater change in voter sentiment took place during the campaign
period than had been observed in the four years of the last presidency. The results of the panel survey were released at a
seminar titled “The 2017 Presidential Election and the Future of South Korean Democracy™ in cooperation with the
National Assembly Research Service. The seminar raised important issues and challenges for the new administration and
for better democracy in South Korea.

international Public Opinion Polling

EAl utilizes its extensive international intellectual network to collaborate with foreign think tanks to conduct international
public opinion polls. The Korea-Japan Public Opinion Survey, held annually since 2013, is one such collaboration between
EAl and the Genron MPO (tapan), and aims to build mutual understanding between Korea and Japan to foster improved
bilateral relations. The survey has highlighted points of convergence and divergence in the perceptions of South Koreans
and Japanese on shared issues such as history, the comfort women, Korea-Japan relations, peace and security, and
emerging global agendas. The two institutions use the results of the survey to set the agenda for the “Korea-Japan Future
Dialogue,” a roundtable where experts from both countries discuss ways to build a better relationship between Korea and
Japan. EAl also participates in the Asia-Pacific International Public Opinion Poll, which analyzes public perceptions of
peace and security in the region. The institute partners with the Chicago Council on Global Affairs (CCGA) (us), Lowy
Institute (Australia), Asia Pacific Foundation (Canada), Dataway Horizon (China), and The Genron NPO (Japan) on this project.

A think tank is not merely a reservoir; it is also a distributor of good ideas. Anidea gains value when it is used to meet sodial
needs. A good idea can be adopted directly by government agencies or social users, and can be refined and improved as
it competes with ather quality ideas. This virtuous cycle of praducing better solutions through competition between high-
quality ideas creates an ecosystem where think tanks are able to contribute to good governance.

A New Kind of Conference

EAI has held a number of seminars, forums, and conferences on a variety of topics including peace and security issues
such as Korean unification, the ROK-US alliance, security in Northeast Asia, and North Korea's nuclear threat; cooperation
and sustainability issues such as soft power, middle power diplomacy, public diplomacy, and corporate social
responsibility; and democracy and governance issues. Conferences are a place where ideas may assemble, compete with
one another, and disseminate to the public. EAl has been working to design a more productive conference format that
combines a policy research project with a conference. This format merges the production and dissemination of ideas. EAI
hosted the successful international conference titled “The New U.S. Administration and the Peaceful Unification of the
Korean Peninsula” following this model. The project was initiated by EAL which assembled a joint research team
composed of thirteen experts from South Korea, US,, Japan, China, and Russia. The team developed a policy paper that
elaborated on the architecture of a situation that would fadlitate the peaceful unification of the Korean Peninsula. EAl held
international forums in Washington and in Beijing during the writing process to further the project, and the final report
was released to the public during the international conference in Seoul.

Public Diplomacy

One important task that EAl devotes its energy to is interational networking. The institute provides opportunities for
South Koreans to meet foreign experts and share opinions on the global issues we face, both in Korea and abroad. This
public diplomacy is an active endeavor to appeal directly to foreign stakeholders at the private level by promoting mutual
exchange and shared understanding. EAl organizes joint events in cooperation with the Harvard Belfer Center for Science
and Intermational Affairs as well as the Chicage Council on Global Affairs (CCGA) that provide a venue where Korean and
American experts can discuss the security issues surrounding the Peninsula and lay the foundation for further cooperation
between the ROK and the U5,

Publications and Multimedia

EAIl disseminates its research outcomes and policy recommendations to stakeholders and members of the public by issuing
publications. EAl's publications include policy reports, books, and the Journal of East Asian Studies. These are readily available
to the public and accessible through EAI's website. In addition, EAl releases short video dips of interviews and dialogues. EAI's
Smart Q&A series features interviews with scholars, government officials, and private experts on current issues.

Online Outreach

EAI's website provides a valuable channel through which it can communicate to the public, both domestic and foreign. By
operating a duaHanguage website in English and Korean, EAl offers users a portal through which they might leam about
Korean society and communicate with Korean experts. Social media is another useful platform to engage users. News
about EAI's latest research and events is published regularly on Facebook, Twitter, and Instagram. EAl is well-known for its
effective and creative use of sodial media to promote its work.

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Supporting Education for the Future

Think tanks produce practical knowledge aimed towards problem-solving, which is most powerful when it is based on
sound research and a deep understanding of society. In addition to producing its own practical policy research, EAI
supports burgeoning scholars and offers educational programs for aspiring academics and youths.

The EAl Fellows Program

The EAl Fellows Program combines the strength of the institute's network with academic programs. The program was
conceived from a vision of a fellowship model that would encourage communication and netwerking among scholars
with expertise in East Asian studies but different regional affiliations. The program offers support for Fellows to travel to
East Asian countries, including South Korea, Japan, Taiwan, and China, where they exchange ideas and opinions with
other likeminded scholars. They are then encouraged to publish in an academic journal. As of 2017, a total of sixty four
scholars have been awarded the fellowship, with eleven scholars engaging in research travel to East Asiain 2016 and 2017
alone. Keio University in Tokyo, National Taiwan University in Taipei, Peking University in Beijing, and Fudan University in
Shanghai all contribute to making this program possible.

The KF-EAI Korea Friendship Program

The number of foreign students who come to study in South Korea is increasing every year. Although they leam about
Korea in the university classroom, EAl recognized a need for these students to gain additional experience and knowledge
by engaging in practical exchange with Korean students. EAl partnered with the Korea Foundation to create the KF-EAI
Korea Friendship program, which gives international students the chance to experience Korea in a new way while also
expanding their Korean sodial drcle as they become part of the EAl youth network. The program consists of three phases.
Academicus is lecture series about the politics, society, economy, and culture of Korea, and Communicus is a conference
where participating students present and exchange their research and knowledge on topics related to Korea. The last
phase of the program is Empathicus, which facilitates personal and professional networking for participants.

EAl Sarangbang

EAl's Sarangbang program offers participants the chance to study intemational affairs with a focus on the East Asia region
in small groups. The first semester covers the dynamics and international politics surrounding the Korean Peninsula, and
the second semester analyzes the construction of the international order in East Asia. In 19" century Korea, it was a
tradition for young intellectuals to gather in the guest room (sarangbang) of the house of Mr. Kyu-Soo Park, a pioneer who
fought for the modernization of Chosun, to study and learn about the unfamiliar western world. The culmination of the
gathering was a trip to Europe. In an effort to mirror this experience, EAl Sarangbang students travel to historic places in
Japan and in China to broaden their experience and apply their knowledge to the real world.

EAl Scholarship Program

EAl offers an annual academic scholarship for select awardees. The most important criterion for selection is not academic
performance, but future potential. The scholarship provides personal development opportunities in addition to finandal
support. All awardees are invited to attend EAl's mentoring camp, where they meet members from EAl renowned
network of scholars and experts. The scholarship program is funded by W1°, a group of women who sponsor the work of
EAl as part of their commitment to creating a better world. In 2017, EAl selected fifteen bright young students to receive
this distinctive opportunity.
