As neither
sanctions nor engagement have proven to be an easy path to unraveling the problem of North
Korean denuclearization, EAI has launched the English portal website Global North Korea, which
searches for new responses to resolve the North Korea problem through an innovative framework
consisting of engagement, internal transformation, sanctions, and deterrence. The North Korean
problem is our problem, but despite this reality, this is the first such website ever created in English
by South Korea, and as such it has been warmly welcomed by the community.

21st century Asian civilization, to the rest of the world. | believe that our new attempts to look at the possibilities and
limits of spreading the South Korean political economic model to our neighboring countries who dream of
development, as well as the South Korean cultural model which BTS has become a symbol of, is of great significance.

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Rising China and New Civilization in the Asia-Pacific is a mid to long-term research project established by EAI
and the Hanssem DBEW Research Foundation in 2018. It aims to envision a desirable Asia-Pacific security
architecture and propose effective ways in which Korea may accommodate China’s rise and lead sustainable
development within the region.

In particular, EAl began working on the Energy Cooperation Initiative in Asia Pacific program since 2019.
Under this program, EAl conducts joint research with the Brookings Institution and the Chinese Academy of
Sacial Sciences (CASS) and promotes discussions on energy cooperation and the role of Korea amidst US-
China competition. These discussions are important for developing strategies and policies to accommodate
changes in the global order, especially with ongoing tensions between the US Indo-Pacific Strategy and
China’s Belt and Road Initiative (BRI).

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Studies on North Korea continue to be led and dominated by Western institutions and think tanks. EAl has
recognized the need to restore balance in Korean studies which include discussions on North Korea,
unification strategies for the Korean Peninsula. and a wider East Asian strategy in dealing with the North
Korea problem. In response, EAl launched a comprehensive English language website, “Global North Korea
(Global NK)”, in 2018 and continues its management and operation. “Global North Korea (Global NK)” is an
archival website that follows a systematic and comprehensive approach in categorizing and storing
documents published in South Korea, North Korea, the U.S., China and Japan. The four major categories
form a comprehensive framework consisting of Sanctions, Engagement, Internal-transformation and
Deterrence. Moreover, the website provides a statistical overview which viewers can reference for identifying
the changing perceptions of North Korea within the four identified countries. This website aims to provide a
unique perspective and approach toward the North Korean problem by offering analysis and strategies
published by experts and collecting publications related to North Korea from external organizations.

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In order to help develop Korea-Japan bilateral
relations and increase mutual understanding, EAI
conducts public opinion surveys of both Korean
and Japanese citizens on major bilateral and
regional issues in partnership with Japan’s
Japanese think tank The Genron NPO. The Korea-
Japan public opinion survey is a part of a larger
EAl effort to enlighten the regional audience of
different public perceptions within East Asia.

The “Korea-Japan Future Dialogue™ bases its
discussions on the “Korea-Japan Public Opinion
Survey,” The Korea-Japan Future Dialogue addresses
various issues of dispute between the two countries
accompanied by larger discussions on the public
perception gap. Since the first Dialogue was held in
Tokyo in May 2013, EAl and The Genron NPO have
cooperated to hold roundtables with the host
alternating annually between Korea and Japan. The
Dialogue offers a valuable venue for citizens to
converse and share their perceptions of each other’s
countries as well as discuss the various factors that
hinder bilateral relations from moving forward. In
doing so, the Dialogue enables a constructive
brainstorming process to take place within civil
society by promoting discussions of possible

methods that could be utilized to mitigate the

existing perception gap. Participants include Korean

and Japanese citizens from political. economic,
academic and cultural spheres.

A Timely Debate Session: “Korea-Japan
Relations, Where Are We Headed?”

On August 28, 2019, EAl held a discussion forum
entitled “Korea-Japan Relations, Where Are We
Headed?” for participants of all generations. The
discussion was held with the aim to invite experts
on Korea and Japan relations to discuss the current
relationship between two countries, and to think
about what direction the bilateral relationship is
facing. Over 100 people participated in the event
and the event was broadcast live on YouTube.

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EAl is pursuing strengthening of
democracy in Asia region
including South Korea through
active international and domestic
research centering the EAI's center
for Democratic Cooperation.
Internationally, EAl established a
network of knowledge of
cooperation with major think
tanks in Asia to contribute to the
expansion of human rights and
democracy that can be the
foundation for synergy and policy
impact.

Asia Democracy Research Network: ADRN

EAl launched the ADRN in November 2013 to
conduct research related to democratic governance
and human rights promotion in Asia. EAl serves as a
representative of domestic think tanks and leads the
organization of regional think tanks in Asia. It is
responsible for supporting and managing research
related to democracy at associated research
institutes.

ADRN was established to analyze threats to
democracy in Asia and to promote discussions and
practical research projects that could contribute to
the consolidation of democracy in the region. Aimed
at presenting policies based on research, ADRN
examines threats and challenges to democracy by
identifying and studying practical agendas for
developing regional democracy in Asia. The network
includes 22 major think tanks from 14 Asian
countries including Nepal, Taiwan, Malaysia,
Mongolia, Myanmar, Bangladesh, Sri Lanka, India,
Indonesia, Japan, Thailand, Pakistan and the
Philippines, as well as South Korea’s EAI
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Asia Middle Power Democracy Coalition Forum

EAl organized and hosted the Asia Middle Power
Democracy Coalition Forum on November 23, 2018. This
forum was organized to bring together a community of
experts, civil society leaders, and policy influencers from
consolidated democracies in the Asian region, including
Australia, India, Japan, and South Korea. These group of
experts interacted with like-minded experts and
practitioners from fledgling democracies in the region to
explore what these “democratic middle powers” can do to
serve as role models for fledgling democracies in the
region working to address democratic challenges.

As part of the ADRN project, EAl co-hosted sessions on “Asian
Middle Powers and Democracy Promotion™ and “Strategic
Cooperation among Democracy Defenders™ with the Forum
2000 during its participation in the 23rd Forum 2000
conference, which was held on October 13-15, 2019.

The panelist presentations discussed the challenges their
government and nongovernmental actors are currently
facing, what efforts are being implemented to defend
democratic values and practices at the national and regional
levels, and how Asian middle power countries can
collaborate on addressing threats to democracy and
reinforce and bolster shared values. Furthermore,
participants discussed about how Europe and Asia can
cooperate to sustain the liberal international order and stop
the attacks and threats from authoritarian governments,
what democracy defenders should be aware of in
addressing new challenges that arise from technological and
communication changes in people’s every day lives, and
how we can cooperate to ensure these changes have a

positive impact on democracy.

The EAI Center for Trade, Technology, and Transformation was established in 2019 to analyze how
interactions between the economy, technology. and security lead to changes in the international order and
raise future prospects regarding this phenomenon. The center promotes studies on state competition and
cooperation in technological innovation, transformation of multilateral and regional trade orders, economic
and security linkages, and changes in the global order.

In 2019, the center shifted its focus towards analysis on the digital economy and its impacts on the
changing diplomatic environment around major actors including the US, China, and the EU. The center
promotes studies on Korea’s future economic and diplomatic policy orientation with research on the future
of US-China competition, changing political and economic orders, and global digital governance.

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EAl Policy Debate | Moon Jae-in Administration
Mid-term Assessment: Public Opinion Survey and

Policy Proposals

In order to carefully analyze the Moon administration’s foreign
policy throughout the first half of President Moon Jae-in’s term
in office, EAl conducted a public opinion survey and announced
important policy agenda items through a policy debate held on
November 5, 2019. The public opinion survey results provided
numerical ratings for the Moon administration’s foreign policy
in the order of Japan policy, US policy, China policy and North
Korea policy, and also provided insight into generational
perspectives. Furthermore, public opinion showed
increased perception of Korea’s security threats as well as
the role of Korea amidst rising US-China tensions. Through
the policy debate, EAl announced 12 policy items for
the Moon administration going forward and
provided panel discussions on Korea’s role within
the international security environment. This project
helped to raise awareness of public opinion in
tandem with insights from academics, diplomats

and politicians.

EAI aims to provide policy
recommendations on the basis of
its research and analysis of
Korean politics and foreign policy.
In order to do so, EAIl has studied
the concept of Korean identity
from various aspects and raised
informative discussions on topics
such as historical assessment,
civic participation, conflict
awareness and foreign policy
awareness. The “Future
Innovation and Governance”
research has led to several
publications including the Korean
Identity series and the Evolving
Electorate series. This research lies
at the heart of EAI’s Center for
Innovative Future with an

emphasis on domestic politics

and governance.
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Future Innovation and Governance

BTS and Attractive Power Theory

BTS and its global digital networks have presented a new paradigm for the international community, which
is divided along ethnic, national, and language lines. The BTS phenomenon has demonstrated the possibility
that the Korean Peninsula could become the center of global culture in the future. In September 2019, EAI
launched a research team called “BTS and Attractive Power Theory.” The research team, consisting of
sociologists and international political scientists, analyzes the BTS phenomenon from a sociological
perspective, identifying what makes BTS so attractive and using these findings as the basis to discuss how

to develop Korea into an “attractive power” from the perspective of international politics.

Panelists from EAI
and APARC presented on the current diplomatic
status of ROK-U.S. relations as well as their future
prospects in hopes of raising public awareness of
the bilateral alliance and its importance for the
regional security architecture, especially amidst

continued US.-China strategic competition.
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It is essential for Korea to cope with changes in the
21st century world order with prudence, speed, and
high-level strategies. The EAI GlobalNet21 Forum
(Chair, Professor Chae Sung Chun) was launched in
2004 to bring together scholars from different areas
of expertise to formulate practical strategies
supported by the public which can overcome the
polarized ideologies and politicized issues of
diplomacy and security that we face today.

The GlobalNet21 Forum strives to foster regular
dialogue and communication among domestic and
foreign diplomatic security experts on pressing
issues to formulate forward-looking sustainability
and development strategies. This is because insight
into current affairs can only be formed with a
policy vision that encompasses 21st century values.
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EAl launched a research team called “Future of America 2030 in October 2018 to forecast changes in
domestic and foreign policy in the US through 2030. The team is conducting interdisciplinary research to

explore the fundamental question of whether the US-led liberal international order will be maintained in

the future. The foreign policy aspect of the research focuses on the economy, trade, diplomacy. and security

while the domestic politics aspect covers political institutions, minorities, electoral behaviors, and party

politics.
