CHAIRMAN'S MESSAGE

O[AFY QIALE

Young-Sun Ha (EAI; Seoul National Univ.)
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Despite the global chaos wrought by COVID-19,

this year has been the most active at EAl since its inception, and our organization has received

a great deal of attention both internationally and domestically.
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EAl's key research project, Rising China and New Civilization
in the Asia-Pacific, has achieved noteworthy success this year.
This research project is being conducted in conjunction with
the Brookings Institution, one of the most well-known think
tanks in the US, and proceeded this year through a series of
virtual meetings which marked a new type of cooperation. With
the advent of a new administration in the US, we considered
deepening relations with the US from an alliance perspective.
Domestically, our discussion on South Korea’s survival strategy
amidst US-China competition, which has the power to sway
Korea’s fate in the 21st century, led the debate to the next
level. EAI's research provided a new perspective on devising
South Korea’s mid-long term strategy by taking a long-term
view to project US-China relations in 2050 within the complex

framework of the economy, technology, norms, and the military.

EAI also continues to make important contributions to North
Korea studies through its English website Global North Korea,

which offers a complex strategy to inspire a new reading of
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North Korea not only from the outside but also from within. By
collecting key publications relating to North Korea from experts
from the countries involved in the Six-Party Talks, including
North Korea, Global North Korea expands the view of North
Korea provided by such experts. Interest in the website is rapidly

increasing, both outside of and within Korea.

Despite the difficulties inflicted by the COVID-19 pandemic, EAI
was able to successfully carry out the Public Opinion Survey
on Mutual Perceptions of Korea-Japan Relations and hold the
Future Korea-Japan Dialogue. These efforts are playing a leading
role in Korea-Japan relations by providing a rare breakthrough
of a future-oriented solution which fully takes into account past

history and context.

EAIl has also considerably strengthened its role as the Secretariat
of the Asia Democracy Research Network (ADRN). With
US-China competition unfolding full force across Asia, the
importance of the ADRN, which is composed of 21 think tanks

from 14 countries, is quickly becoming apparent.

EAI remains the only Korean private think tank out of the 8000
think tanks globally, and has sustained its status as a small
giant that consistently ranks within the top 50 annually. EAI
has become what it is today owing to the ardent support of
its donors, the excellent capacity and ability of its hardworking
researchers, and its dedicated network of intellectuals. This
beautiful trifecta will be instrumental in propelling EAl to grow

into a world-class research institute going forward.
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Yul Sohn (EAI; Yonsei Univ.)
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A world-leading organization brings together

a clear mission and exceptional people.
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EAlI's mission is to change the Korean Peninsula, East Asia, and
the world through its network of knowledge and ideas. We aim
to contribute to the building of an international order rooted
in the value of freedom on the basis of democracy, a market
economy, and a liberal society. Today, the world order is in
disarray. The international liberal order that allowed South Korea
to become stable and prosper is being challenged. Nationalism
and populism are damaging politics, and as major countries begin
to doubt that the international order can still guarantee their
growth and welfare as well as the continuation of their domestic
orders, this has altered diplomatic policy as countries concentrate
more on bilateralism and particularism tinged with nationalism at
the expense of international cooperation. In the midst of these
changes, superpowers China and the United States are engaged
in strategic competition for the leadership of the Asia-Pacific

regional order in a variety of areas, including trade, technology,
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energy, telecommunications, and the military, while South Korea
is gradually being driven to choose between them. Moreover, it
seems that South Korea is slowly being backed into a corner with
little hope of improving the inter-Korean relationship through
denuclearization negotiations amidst the ongoing division and

military conflict on the Korean Peninsula.

EAl is focused on building its research capacity to propose
a blueprint for the future of South Korea in the face of such
massive challenges. Our institution aims to offer long-term policy
insights suitable to South Korea’s role as the new 21st century
civilization standard-bearer rather than suggesting policy tasks
or solutions for the challenges we currently face. In this respect,
EAl is conducting research in the five key areas of South Korean
strategy under US-China competition, understanding North
Korea, rebuilding inter-Korean relations, trade, technology, the
future energy order, and democracy promotion and ultimately
will create a full picture of the construction of a new civilization

and Asia-Pacific regional order.

In a society that tends to demand short-term, fragmented
knowledge for the use of organizational power and interests,
EAI, as an independent think tank, has followed a risky path,
and will continue to do so in the future. Despite this, we were
ranked as the 64th top think tank (according to the 2018 Global
Go To Think Tank Index Report) in the field of diplomatic security
thanks to our shining collection of South Korea’s top experts,
including our Chairman Young-Sun Ha, who create practical
knowledge; our dedicated staff that goes beyond our national

borders; and the enthusiastic support of our donors.

The strategic competition between US-China that began with the trade war of 2018 has now
escalated owing to the effects of COVID-19 in 2020 to infiltrate a wide variety of fields. Sponsored
by the Hanssem DBEW Research Foundation, EAI launched “Rising China and New Civilization in
the Asia-Pacific” in 2018 in order to study how competition between the two countries will change
the Asia-Pacific region. As this increasing competition continues to directly influence the security
situation on the Korean Peninsula, EAl is creating a vision of an Asia-Pacific order that provides
alternative paths of cooperation for the two countries.

To this end, EAI has put together a team of researchers to examine the potential structural changes
that will result from US-China competition by selecting likely areas of conflict and then assessing
the nature, scope, and reach of anticipated conflicts between 2030 and 2050. These experts will
comprehensively evaluate the paths through which these conflicts are likely to worsen in the Asia-
Pacific region and then present step-by-step strategies for South Korea. The end result will be a
special report that covers the economy, politics, norms, and the military.

On Thursday, October 15, 2020, a press conference on the Public Opinion Survey on Mutual
Perceptions of Korea-Japan Relations was held at the Seoul Press Center. The 8th Public Opinion
Survey was conducted in September and October of 2020 against the backdrop of the COVID-19
pandemic, worsening US-China competition in the region, and an unprecedented low in Korea-
Japan relations owing to export restrictions imposed by the Japanese government in 2019. The
rapid change in trends that occurred in 2020 merited the addition of questions to the 8th Public
Opinion Survey on topics such as the government response to the export restrictions and COVID-19.
This year’s survey found that South Korean favorable perception towards Japan has plummeted,
particularly among the younger generation; Japanese favorable perception towards South Korea saw
an unexpected improvement from the downward trend.

The 8th Korea-Japan Future Dialogue
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EAIl, together with Chey Institute for Advanced Studies(CIAS) and The Genron NPO hosted the 8th
Korea-Japan Future Dialogue on October 16-17, 2020 in Seoul. The dialogue addressed the key
results of the 2020 ‘Korea-Japan Public Opinion Survey.” Throughout the dialogue, panelists from
the political, business and cultural sector as well as academia exchanged views on different historical
and political issues concerning the two countries, and discussed ways in which the two countries
could cooperate to promote regional peace and prosperity. The open dialogue held on October 17
was also live-streamed to reach a wider audience in both countries.
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Generational Analysis on South Korea-Japan Relations: Perception of the Younger (MZ)
Generation
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In January 2020, the Korea-Japan relations research team performed an analysis of generational
attitudes, writing a report entitled “Korea-Japan Relations from the Perspective of the MZ
Generation.” The report was based on the results of the Public Opinion Survey on Mutual
Perceptions of Korea-Japan Relations between 2013 and 2019 and focused its analysis on the survey
results from younger generations. The report was published as a series of four working papers and
the results were presented at a workshop held in conjunction with Keio University as well as other
academic conferences.
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The Dissemination of the Name of the East Sea and Korea-Japan Maritime Cooperation
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On December 11, the East Asia Institute hosted a meeting on the topic of “The Dissemination of the
Name of the East Sea and Korea-Japan Maritime Cooperation” together with the Korean Association
of Contemporary Japanese Studies. The meeting reviewed the main points covered during the
Second General Assembly of the International Hydrographic Organization (IHO) and discussed the
government’s official position on the name of the East Sea, major points of contention between
Korea and Japan, and the impact this has had on South Korea.
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Future Vision of ROK-Japan Cooperation under the U.S.-China Strategic Competition
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On December 26, the first “Future Vision of ROK-Japan Cooperation under the U.S.-China Strategic
Competition” research meeting was held, marking the launch of the research team. The research
team comprises fifteen well-known scholars of international politics and aims to revitalize Korea-
Japan relations by overcoming bilateralism and exploring the core concepts of building a sustainable,
inclusive regional order. The team aims to jointly design an architecture that supports peace and
prosperity on the Korean Peninsula, in Northeast Asia, and in the Asia-Pacific region as a whole.

This research will take place over a period of two years. After general discussions and agenda
formation, the research team will create a proposal during the first half in 2020. Afterwards, the
team will aim to complete the research and promote the results in 2021. The research topics will
be divided among the team, with five members conducting joint research on Korea-Japan security,
two members conducting joint research on economics, three members conducting joint research
on Korea-Japan bilateral relations, two members conducting research into China issues, and others
conducting research on the pandemic.
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In November of 2013, EAIl established the Asia Democracy Research Network (ADRN) to conduct
research on the threats facing democracy in the Asia-Pacific and contribute to democracy promotion
and consolidation. Since then, EAIl has served as the Secretariat of ADRN and supported the
democracy research of the network’s members, all of whom are think tanks from countries across
Asia. In addition to EAI, the network comprises 21 think tanks from 14 countries including Taiwan,
Malaysia, Mongolia, Myanmar, Bangladesh, Sri Lanka, India, Indonesia, Japan, Pakistan, and the
Philippines.

2020 marked ADRN'’s sixth year in existence. This year, the network launched a website in order
to more effectively disseminate its research and contribute to democracy. Due to COVID-19, ADRN
was forced to cancel or postpone its international events. Instead, the network primarily focused on
publishing issue briefings written by each of its members on the new website. In addition, ADRN held
three online seminars in 2020, the second of which was jointly hosted with the Myanmar Democracy
Research Network (MDRN) as part of the “Strengthening Civil Society in Myanmar” program.

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Strengthening Civil Society Organizations in Myanmar
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The “Strengthening Civil Society in Myanmar” program aims to strengthen the institutional and
research capacity of nascent think tanks in Myanmar to aid in the country’s democratic transition.
EAI has received global recognition owing to its active, network-based research activities and its
status as a non-profit, independent think tank in South Korea. By sharing our own experiences and
success with nascent think tanks in Myanmar, we are supporting the development of Myanmar’s
civil society to actively create policy agendas and build a more developed governance system and
democracy.

During the 2019-2020 program year, EAI offered differentiated courses to our Myanmar partner
organizations to build their capacity for policy research and facilitate their ability to conduct public
opinion research with the aim of understanding citizen perceptions of public policy and making policy
recommendations. Owing to the COVID-19 crisis, the workshop scheduled to take place in Yangon
in April of 2020 was held online instead, with virtual courses and debate sessions. In November of
2020, EAI offered various courses to foster the role of civil society and promote participation in the
elections held the same month. Strengthening Civil Society in Myanmar is funded by the National
Endowment for Democracy.

2019-2020” Program
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South Korea Democracy Storytelling Project
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With the aim of sharing the stories and lessons of South Korea's dynamic democracy with both
nascent and developed democracies, EAl launched the South Korea Democracy Storytelling Project
in 2020 with the support of the National Democratic Institute (NDI). Beginning in July of 2020, the
project invited three groups of narrators, including a group of Members of the National Assembly,
a youth group, and a civil society leaders group to work together for a period of four months on a
variety of topics relating to South Korea’s democracy. The project activities included the publication

of issue briefings, multimedia interviews, and the hosting of a roundtable.
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EAI published two monthly issue briefings on Korean democracy that covered topics such as
civil society, party democracy, digital democracy, and minority human rights, with the aim of
disseminating examples and lessons of Korean democracy to domestic and foreign policymakers,
scholars, and civic groups. In order to enhance understanding of Korean democracy and increase
accessibility and readability of stories about Korea’s democratic transition through online platforms,
EAl produced ten-minute long multimedia interviews each month. These interviews sought to
capture various perspectives and stories about Korean democracy from interviewees including
first-term Korean lawmakers, civil society researchers, young politicians, and international solidarity
activists. EAl also held monthly roundtables with these groups to promote discussion and networking
opportunities for those interested in democracy.

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Future of Trade, Technology, Energy Order
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The interaction among economy, technology, and security is one of the main stimulants of
the transforming world. EAl presents analysis and prospects on key characteristics of such
transformation. With the establishment of the Trade, Technology, and Transformation Research
Center in 2019, EAI has conducted research on the issues surrounding technological innovation
such as cooperation and competition of nations, competition within the regional order, and linkages
between security and economy. The research analyzes the responses of the US, China, and the EU
to the changing digital economy and provides policy recommendations for the Korean economy and
foreign policy.

EAIl held an online seminar with Stanford University’s Walter H. Shorenstein Asia-Pacific Research
Center (APARC) titled “South Korea’s Strategy in Times of a Great Economic Decoupling.” At this
seminar, EAIl invited domestic and American experts to discuss economic, trade, diplomatic and
security challenges presented by the US-China economic decoupling and strategies for Korea. After
examining the prospects for decoupling between the US and China and internal and external tasks
ahead for building regional leadership, it was suggested that Korea avoid taking a bilateral approach
to the US-China decoupling and instead take advantage of the crisis as an opportunity to restructure

its supply chain, develop technology, and promote comprehensive exchanges.

Global Attractiveness of BTS
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BTS has been lauded as “a reincarnation of the Beatles” (Le Figaro) and “a global pop sensation” (BBC),
and has created a new paradigm for the international community that is otherwise divided by race,
language, and nationality. The BTS phenomenon has demonstrated that the Korean Peninsula has
the potential become the epicenter of culture in the history of civilization. EAIl created a research
team of sociologists and international political scientists called “BTS and Attractive Power Theory”
in September 2019 to analyze the BTS phenomenon culturally and sociologically and understand
the “attractive” elements of BTS. The team will seek to identify what makes BTS so attractive and
use these findings as the basis to discuss how to develop Korea into an “attractive power,” and how
the BTS phenomenon and cultural content fits into international politics. In June 2020, EAI held an
online seminar with music critic Kim Young-dae, who published his 2020 book, Narrating the Global
Attractiveness of BTS, following seven research meetings.

| Joon Han (EAI; Yonsei Univ.) | SetByol Choi (Ewha Womans Univ.)
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The “Korean Identity” project is one of EAl's most well-known and important projects. The survey
highlights the concept of South Korean identity in various ways by analyzing how South Korean
people perceive themselves and others. The survey covers a variety of social issues such as views of
Korean history, social participation, perceptions of social conflicts, and perceptions of foreign affairs.
First launched in 2005, the survey is held every five years to track changes in Korean identity. EAI
has published the results in South Korean National Identity and South Korean Politics, Who Are We?
South Korean Identity Through Public Opinion, and South Korean Identity: Change and Continuity, 2005-
2015. In 2020, the fourth volume of the series will be published, titled 2020 National Identity of South
Koreans: Trends of the Past 15 Years.
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The EAI formed the National Security Panel in June of 2004 to set the agenda and present policy
alternatives in the fields of foreign affairs and security, which are directly related to the lives of the
people as well as the national interest. In 2020, EAIl formed a new National Security Panel with a
variety of experts in foreign affairs and security. The panel holds monthly research meetings which
feature presentations and discussions on topics such as the United States, QUAD, North Korea,
Japan, and the Middle East. The Panel held a total of five research meetings in 2020.
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| Taesuh Cha(Sungkyunkwan Univ.) | Jung Whan Lee(Seoul National Univ.)
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As the founding member from South Korea, EAl has been an active participant in Council of
Councils joining both annual and regional meetings. The Council of Councils (CoC) was established
by the Council on Foreign Relations (CFR) to help find solutions to the complex issues that face
the international community. CoC is currently composed of twenty-nine major policy institutes
from twenty-five countries, and holds annual meetings to discuss international and regional issues
and share policy alternatives. EAl has continued to play a leading role in bringing discussions about
international cooperation and security issues on the Korean Peninsula to the attention of the CoC
and international community as a whole. On May 22, 2020, the CoC held an online seminar titled
“COVID-19 and Global Governance” to discuss international public health cooperation and responses.

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South Korea needs a cautious and quick-witted strategy to prepare
itself for changes in the world order. The EAI GlobalNet21 Forum was
launched in 2004 to bring together scholars from different areas of
expertise to formulate practical strategies supported by the public
which can overcome the politicization of security and diplomacy issues
that we face today. The GlobalNet21 Forum aims to foster regular
dialogue between foreign and domestic foreign diplomatic security
experts to create forward-looking sustainability and development
survival strategies for South Korea. In 2020, forums were held in June
with Koji Tomita, Japanese ambassador to the ROK, and in October
with Xing Haiming, Chinese ambassador to the ROK.

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The East Asia Institute resumed its polarization (liberalism) project in September 2020 with the aim
of examining the definitions and controversies of liberalism and attempting to approach liberalism
by field and issue based on the current state of liberalism in Korea. Having completed six research
meetings in 2020, the research team will select topics and write proposals with plans to publish the
research in 2021.

U.S. presidential election for Asian-Americans, including Korean-Americans. The seminar also held
discussions on contributions made by Korean-American parliamentarians in the U.S., addressing
issues such as migration, abortion, and the nomination of a conservative judge at Supreme Court.

| Dong Suk Kim(Korean American Voters' Council), Byoung Kwon Sohn(Chung-Ang Univ.)
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The Woon Kyung research project aims to examine the political
environment during the period between when Woon Kyung became a
Member of the Constitutional Assembly until he retired from politics, and
analyze the ideologies and lines that he maintained during this period.
This research is intended to be published as a book to commemorate
the 30th anniversary of his passing. By reviewing Woon Kyung's political
activities, the team will analyze who and what kind of politics he engaged
in throughout different periods. Moreover, the research will seek to
understand the meaning that this political history had at the time, and what
we can learn from the influence it has on political reality today.
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In 2020, EAI established a new educational program for future generations called EAl Academy. The
EAl Academy offers both seminars and an essay contest. The Academy was designed with the aim
of helping young people interested in international politics become experts in public policy.

In August 2020, the first EAl Academy was held. The title of this year's Academy was “The Future
of Korean Diplomacy,” and participants learned about Korean relations with important countries,
studying ROK-US relations, ROK-Japan relations, ROK-China relations, the North Korea issue, and
multilateralism. An essay contest was held after the seminars, and four outstanding papers were
selected to receive awards.

| With Winners of Essay Competition on the Future of South Korean Diplomacy
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The Concept of Sarangbang was first established by Park Gyu-su in the 19th century to nurture
younger generations of academics and scholars. EAl's Sarangbang has followed the legacy of Park’s
“sarangbang” with an educational program designed for rising political experts and diplomats. EAl's
Sarangbang offers weekly lectures by Young-Sun Ha, professor emeritus of Seoul National University
and domestic expert in security and politics. The program also promotes a strong support network
amongst the participants. Weekly seminars are then followed by individually-led research projects,
field trips and publications. Students participating in EAl's Sarangbang learn basic concepts and
theories underlying international politics and read relevant publications to gain a well-rounded
understanding of international politics and the economy.
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EAl internship program provides a unique learning opportunity for undergraduate and graduate
students from diverse academic backgrounds. It is designed for motivated and passionate individuals
to gain insight into the work of EAIl and provides assistance in various research and projects. EAI
currently has MOUs with Stanford University, University of California, San Diego (UCSD), College of
William & Mary, Korea University and Yonsei University.

W1° is a group of women donors that was established in January 2013. The group was founded
with the mission of creating a better and happier society, and the members arrange and engage
in activities for the benefit of the community as part of that mission. W1° holds regular meetings
and charity events to raise funds, and supports students from low-income families in the pursuit of

higher education by funding the EAI Scholarship Program.
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EAIl runs eight different social media channels, including its website, as communication channels for
its “Knowledge Network for a Better World.” EAl actively promotes its activities and research through
these channels.

During the past year, we diversified our promotion strategies for EAlI content by considering the
characteristics of each different social media channel. EAI's official website holds the archive
of all publications, including EAl's multimedia and newsletters, and serves as the main hub for
communication. We maintain a formal and objective tone on our Facebook, LinkedIn, and Twitter
accounts and disseminate notices about new publications, online seminars, and other events.

These less
formal channels create small networks to build awareness of EAI's brand.

In consideration of exchanges with the international public and EAlI's network, we actively use
Twitter as a distributor of JEAS and English-language reports, while we employ Naver blog and
Kakao channels to raise public awareness of EAl's activities in Korea. We have also greatly increased
our use of YouTube to disseminate audiovisual media as the number of non-face-to-face meetings

and events have increased due to COVID-19. In order to facilitate access to publications that are
issue-specific, EAl runs the separate English-language Global North Korea website and the ADRN
website, which features regular publications from ADRN members including EAI.
